The goal of this paper is to explore the structural position of English determiners (e.g. @, the,
that or John’s) within the framework of the Minimalist approach, that is, Phase Theory (cf. Chom-
sky (2000, 2001, 2008) among others). Concretely, I examine the structural positions of these
determiners on the basis of the analysis proposed by Abney (1987)’s DP analysis, focusing on the
internal structure of the noun phrases that contains them and their syntactic properties. In the
course of the discussion, I propose a reanalysis of the DP analysis, from the viewpoint of Phase
Theory. Such an analysis should have some implication for the syntactic theory of noun phrases

or the DP structure.
