John Wiltshier has been working at the English Department at Miyagi Ga-
kuin Women’s University for the past 13 years, and even longer before that time
when including his first start at the university as a part-time instructor. During that
time, he has continuously been uplifting the department, its curriculum, and its ac-
tivities. It is my honor to introduce the many achievements that he has made while
working at Miyagi Gakuin.

His work included several innovations to the curriculum by adding new
courses and striving for the department to maintain standards to ensure that all
students improved their English over their course in the department. For grammar,
he shared his idea of and helped implement the addition of the GT to the grammar
course as a benchmark for students. He helped create the extensive reading pro-
gram with a defined set of reading goals for students. He introduced Word Engine
to the curriculum to ensure that students would gain the vocabulary they need. He

added the 250 TOEIC score benchmark to listening classes that all students must
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pass. In addition to curriculum standards, he and others in the department worked
together to introduce several extracurricular opportunities for students including
creating the English Speaking Lounge, connecting with schools in the UK for stu-
dents to attend short-term study abroad and training programs, starting and main-
taining the annual first-year excursion to British Hills, and most recently, sending
second-year students to an etiquette course at the Royal Park Hotel.

During his time as a full-time faculty member, he has been active in several
committees, held multiple leadership roles, and expanded his English skills text-
book. He led the English department as head of department for several years, has
been working as a member of and a head of the Student Entrance Committee for
the past few years, and has been a member of both the School Affairs Committee
and the International Cooperation Committee in previous years. During his sab-
batical in 2017, he worked on developing the 5th edition to the English Firsthand
textbook series that he is co-author to. This textbook is used both here at Miyagi
Gakuin in multiple departments, and at many other universities throughout Japan.

But more than anything, he has supported the career growth of many. He has
worked with students helping them learn how to become teachers themselves by
organizing practice lessons for them at schools around Sendai. He has made con-
nections with several teachers around Sendai who are now working part-time at
Miyagi Gakuin.

Virginia Woolf”s Night and Day:
In Search of a New Way of Seeing People

Virginia Woolf’s Night and Day:
In Search of a New Way of Seeing People!

Yusuke Sakai

L. Introduction

The overarching purpose of this paper is to show how British author Virginia
Woolf (1882-1941) explored the idea of community and society. Since the publi-
cation of Alex Zwerdling's classic book in the 1980s, critiques of Woolf’s interac-
tions with various issues in contemporary society have, along with feminism, been
a primary focus among Woolf studies. Additionally, following Jessica Berman'’s
influential book highlighting postmodernist theories of community by Jean-Luc
Nancy and other like-minded thinkers, recent years have witnessed the emergence
of critiques examining community in fiction written by Woolf and other modernist
writers.

However, these debates consider community and society as ahistorical con-
cepts for analysis, and scholars have paid little attention to the fact that, from the
last years of the nineteenth century through the early decades of the twentieth cen-
tury, the meanings of these two words underwent significant transformations. The
aim of this study is to explore internally how community and society are under-
stood in Woolf’s historical texts. Such an investigation might lead us to better un-
derstand our own society and communities.

First, consider the word community. At present, community commonly stands
for an alternative to the nation-state; however, liberals in Britain around the turn

of the century understood and used the word as a synonym for “nation-state.” Pro-

gressive liberals like L. T. Hobhouse and J. A. Hobson would not have called for
more active state intervention to remedy the staggering social inequality in those
days if they had not believed, perhaps naively, that the State would become a reli-
able agent of the community. R.M. Maclver's Community: A Sociological Study
(1917), now recognized as a foundational study on the subject, represented a con-
scious intervention in the liberal tradition to decouple the nation-state from the
concept of community. After the First World War, Maclver’s view gradually be-
came dominant as liberals saw nationalism as a social pathology. However, this
new definition of community can be problematic in its own way. For example,
Anthony Giddens, in The Third Way—which provides the theoretical backbone
for Tony Blair's New Labour—suggests that local communities should be respon-
sible for preventing crime and supporting the poor. In effect, it tacitly approved
the reduction of state welfare started by Thatcher’s administration. Virginia
Woolf’s second novel, Night and Day, reveals that the meaning of the word soci-
ety—which is the primary concern of this study—also became indefinite in the
early decades of the twentieth century.

In her recent investigation of Virginia Woolf and her contemporary feminist
movement, Clara Jones argues that, among various political organizations that ad-
vocated for women'’s suffrage, the one Woolf felt most affiliated with was the
People’s Suffrage Federation (71). Its cause was adult suffrage, which means that
every man and woman over a certain age has the right to vote. Jones explains that
unsympathetic depictions of suffragist society in Woolf’s novel reflect the novel-
ist’s skepticism toward the movement which exclusively championed women’s
suffrage.

Even though we might take for granted Jones” argument that Woolf was a
supporter of adult suffrage, whether the novelist had perfect confidence in her po-

litical view is another question. Mary Datchet, one of the novel’s main characters,
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more than once experiences anxiety, afraid that she has only limited knowledge

about the population in London.

“London’s a fine place to live in. I believe I could sit and watch people all
day long, I like my fellow-creatures ...”

Ralph sighed impatiently.

“Yes, I think so, when you come to know them,” she added, as if his dis-
agreement had been spoken.

“That’s just when I don't like them,” he replied. “Still, I don’t see why you
shouldn’t cherish that illusion, if it pleases you.” He spoke without much

vehemence of agreement or disagreement. (165)

This conversation takes place between Mary and Ralph Denham in Lincoln’s
Inn Fields. Ralph expresses slight irritation at Mary’s remark that she likes watch-
ing people. Even though he clarifies that he does not actively dislike people,
Mary’s counterargument that Ralph must come to like people when he acquires
better knowledge of them does not sound too convincing.

The topic must have been a timely one for contemporary readers. Just a year
before the publication of Night and Day, the Representation of the People Act of
1918 gave the right to vote to every man over the age of 21, and women over the
age of 30 with the qualification of modest property (£5). As a result, the number
of eligible voters almost tripled. Such drastic changes required the redefinition of
liberal democracy and the recognition of newly enfranchised people as responsi-

ble citizens of the community. “What kinds of lives did they have?” “Is it possible
to get to know ordinary people in the city?” These are the inquiries presented in

Night and Day.
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IL. Two (Three) Societies

Night and Day begins when Katharine, the only daughter of a renowned Hil-
bery, meets Ralph Denham, a young man from an ordinary middle-class family.
After Katharine’s unsuccessful engagement with William Rodney and further
complications, the story ends with rearranged twin engagements: Katharine with
Ralph and William with Cassandra Otway, Katharine's cousin.

In the novel, the term society means several different things. Indeed, it had
become a very complex concept at the beginning of the twentieth century. Thus,
when L.T. Hobhouse, a leading theorist of new liberalism, became Britain’s first
professor of sociology, he had to grapple with the daunting task of defining his
discipline’s realm. In his 1920 article on “Sociology” written for the Hastings’ En-
cyelopedia of Religion and Ethics (later reprinted in Sociology and Philosophy),

Hobhouse dissected the definition of society, identifying three meanings:?

(1) the effective kindred, growing out of the ties of parenthood and sex,
forming a structure of a definite and durable kind deeply rooted in human
impulses; (2) the community, which is the entire society occupying a cer-
tain territory as long as it is united by certain connective relations that do
not extend beyond its borders; (3) what we shall call the “association,” by
which is meant not one society only or even one species of society, but
rather a genus including all societies which are based on specific purposes

and needs of men. (39)

These senses might overlap frequently in actual use; however, their differ-

ences are easily discernible in the next three examples, and the first reads as fol-

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lows:

It may be said, indeed, that English society being what it is, no very great
merit is required, once you bear a well-known name, to put you into a po-
sition where it is easier on the whole to be eminent than obscure ... on the
whole, in these first years of the twentieth century, the Alardyces and their
relations were keeping their heads well above water ...

(32-33; emphasis added)

This passage is from the third chapter of the novel, which explains that Kath-
arine is the granddaughter of Richard Alardyce, a well-known (fictional) poet of
the nineteenth century. In this context, society is used in the second sense of Hob-
house’s definition—“the community.”> However, in Night and Day, there are not
many instances where we can confidently identify with this meaning. Despite
their well-known revolt against Victorian values, the Bloomsbury intellectuals in-
herited the vocabulary of nineteenth-century liberals, and they preferred the word
community in such a context. Society, in this sense, was certainly in the currency
of the English language, but it did not carry powerful emotion.

Another meaning appears frequently concerning Mary Datchet. Indeed, her
workplace is called society: “The task which lay before her was to organize a se-
ries of entertainments, the profits of which were to benefit the society, which
drooped for want of funds” (78; emphasis added). Society, in this case, cannot be
understood in the previous sense of “the community.” Here, the word means the
third sense in Hobhouse’s interpretation: an “association” with a specific purpose.

Even though Katharine eventually becomes engaged to Ralph, she becomes

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temporarily betrothed to William Rodney. This fact creates a stumbling block that
prevents Ralph from wooing Katharine and Katharine from finding the bona fide
object of her love. Furthermore, a purposeful contrast between the two men is
clear. Ralph is a solicitor studying to be a barrister. The fact that his grandfather
owned a shop indicates the lower-middle-class origin of his family. Meanwhile,
William is an accomplished connoisseur of culture, if not a seasoned man of cul-
ture in Matthew Arnold’s sense. When William talks about culture, it is neither in
the sense of “community” nor “association,” as noted in the following quote: “I
could spend three hours every day reading Shakespeare,” Rodney remarked. ‘And
there’s music and pictures, let alone the society of the people one likes™ (73; em-
phasis added). To William, the supposition that he does not have to work and can
spend all of his time on leisure is a pleasant one, though the same idea makes
Ralph feel uneasy. For William, society means something close to the first sense
in Hobhouse's classification. A modern portable dictionary defines society as “the
situation of being in the company of other people,” which somewhat retains the
word’s original sense (“Society N.” 5). However, this instance also evokes the
meaning of “high society” or “people who are fashionable, wealthy, and influen-
tial” (“Society N.” 3).

In Night and Day, the narrative point of view oscillates between the two
worlds. On the one hand, there is what we may call “high society”—a network of
upper-middle-class families and eminent individuals. On the other hand, Ralph
and Mary participate in diverse societies of their kind, each with a specific pur-
pose ranging from women’s suffrage to free debate on every subject.

In general, the two kinds of society coincide with the stratification of social
classes. However, they also reflect the temporal contrast between the bygone age
of the nineteenth century and the mass society of the twentieth century. The oppo-

sition is most acutely felt in the Otway family (Katharine's cousins). The mother,
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Lady Otway, is obsessed with “the great make-believe game of English social
life,” while her younger children purchase “strange books,” participate in “odd so-
cieties,” and go “without a tie” (215, 216; emphasis added). For Mary Datchet,
the choice is a personal decision. Even though she is one of the characters most
strongly associated with society in the sense of an association, her father is a rec-
tor in a Lincolnshire village. Life in the rectory, depicted in Chapter 15 with an el-
der daughter named Elizabeth, does not seem too far from that of a gentry house-
hold in Jane Austen’s novels. For the younger members of upper-middle-class
families, it is a matter of how to define society: whether limit it to the individuals
of the upper and upper-middle classes or expand it to the larger population of low-

er-middle and working classes.

III. Why Aren’t You a Member of Our Society?

In Night and Day, the basic configuration of the main characters does not
change throughout the narrative; Ralph and Mary are interested in society in the
sense of an association, while William and Cassandra Otway are concerned more
about the “high society” of eminent individuals. Among them, Katharine excep-
tionally seesaws between two positions. An emblematic presentation of her condi-
tion is when she visits Mary in the office of a Suffragist organization and chats

with Mary’s coworker, Sally Seal. Mrs. Seal asks:

“But surely, if you care about the welfare of your sex at all, you must wish
them to have the vote?”

“I never said I didn’t wish them to have the vote,” Katharine protested.
“Then why aren’t you a member of our society?” Mrs Seal demanded.
Katharine stirred her spoon round and round, stared into the swirl of the

tea, and remained silent. (88; emphasis added)
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One explanation for Katharine’s silence here is Woolf’s political affiliation.
According to Clara Jones, Woolf—who was sympathetic to universal suffrage for
both men and women—remained skeptical of the movement that championed the
interests of middle-class women over other causes. The uncharitable description
of the suffragist organization might reflect the novelist’s position. Another simpler
explanation is possible if we scrutinize the novel’s internal logic. Katharine cannot
decide to join the suffragist society with Mary and Sally Seal because she is al-
ready part of a society in the sense of a network of eminent people.

There is a critical tradition in which the novel’s title, Night and Day, is un-
derstood as a symbolic presentation of the fundamental opposition between con-
templation and action, or the individual and society. Georg Lukacs’ critique that
Virginia Woolf was an extreme example of modernist subjectivism came from
such a line of interpretation (51). Indeed, the novelist must have been thinking in
this way when she wrote the following sentence: “Why, she [Katharine] reflected,
should there be this perpetual disparity between the thought and the action, be-
tween the life of solitude and the life of society, this astonishing precipice on one
side of which the soul was active and in broad daylight, on the other side of which
it was contemplative and dark as night?” (356; emphasis added). However, a
closer inspection makes one think there is another more down-to-earth conflict:

the opposition between two senses of society.

People like Ralph and Mary, she thought, had it all their own way, and an
empty space before them, and, as she envied them, she cast her mind out
to imagine an empty land where all this petty intercourse of men and wom-
en, this life made of the dense crossings and entanglements of men and
women, had no existence whatever. Even now, alone, at night, looking out

into the shapeless mass of London, she was forced to remember that there
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was one point and here another with which she had some connection. Wil-
liam Rodney, at this very moment, was seated in a minute speck of light
somewhere to the east of her, and his mind was occupied, not with his

book, but with her. (106; emphasis added)

This passage, in which Katharine reflects on her condition, might seem like
another instance of the abstract opposition between the interior world and the ex-
ternal society. Even Ann-Marie Priest’s twenty-first-century reading that reinter-
prets Mary’s mystical attachment to the dark as a manifestation of her unarticulat-
ed discontent with the patriarchal society follows this pattern: “Her [Katharine’s]
desire for nothingness expresses her longing to escape from a socially constructed
identity that is oppressive to her” (68). However, what Katharine sees outside the
window is not sheer blackness but “the shapeless mass of London.” Certainly, this
passage shows her increasing dissatisfaction with society. We must specify the ex-
act type of society from which Katharine wants to escape. Here, with the sense of
interpersonal obligation, “this petty intercourse of men and women, this life made
of the dense crossings and entanglements of men and women,” is associated with
William, “seated in a minute speck of light.” These images of intertwined webs
and indoor lighting represent high society, the network of eminent individuals. In
contrast, there are “[p]eople like Ralph and Mary” and “the shapeless mass of Lon-
don.” Here, it is important to note that mass means not only “a body of matter with
no definite shape” but also “a large number of people or objects gathered together”
(“Mass N.” 1, 2). In effect, in its logic of binary opposition, this passage estab-
lishes the opposition of the high society of the nineteenth-century style to the mass
society of the twentieth century, associating Ralph and Mary with the latter.

Even though Woolf’s novels, especially early ones, sometimes exhibit signs

of antipathy toward society, it is not usually in reference to society in the sense of
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a community of people but as a web of connections between “people who are
fashionable, wealthy, and influential.” This interpretation might contradict the
much-circulated image of Virginia Woolf as a member of the Bloomsbury Group,
but neither Woolf nor Bloomsbury was renowned cultural icon when she was
writing Night and Day. This critique of high society is not necessarily an outright
attack on the methods of eighteenth and nineteenth-century novelists such as Jane
Austen or George Eliot. Instead, this critique is a necessary adaptation to the mod-
ern environment of the metropolis and mass society. In writing Night and Day,
Woolf owed a lot to Jane Austen’s novels,* but Austen’s technique of weaving a
web of human relations was not enough to grasp the new experience of the twenti-
eth century. This claim is more of a working hypothesis than a verified fact; how-
ever, it opens a window to understand why Woolf turned to formal experimental-
ism regarding the narrative form after she finished Night and Day. Her apprentice-
ship made her realize that she had to invent a new form to approach “the shapeless
mass of London.”

I will again examine the later development of Woolf’s writing in the final
part of this paper. Here, let us return to two contrary meanings of society. The
problem with high society, a network of cultured individuals, is that its member-
ship is so limited that it falls out of touch with most people in the community. One
immediate alternative is a society in the sense of an association. With a definite
sense of purpose and systematized approaches, it has the potential to penetrate
various parts of the community. Nevertheless, the novel seems unconvinced as to
whether it can successfully replace the older society of personal relations. Follow-

ing the aforementioned dialogue with Sally Seal, Katharine concludes that the

ex machina and assitsts Katarine and Ralph to marry containing the Mr. Hilbery’s protest.
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people in the suffragist office were “so aloof and unreal and apart from the normal
world” and imagines their political activity as something like witchcraft “in the
house of innumerable typewriters, murmuring their incantations and concocting
their drugs, and flinging their frail spiders’ webs over the torrent of life which
rushed down the streets outside” (93). The metaphor of a “frail spider’s web” im-
plies that Katharine does not expect their enterprise will impact “the torrent of
life,” meaning the public at large.

Even Mary, who is deeply involved in the activity of a political association,
cannot wholly believe what she is doing: “it’s their leaders. It's those gentlemen
sitting in Parliament and drawing four hundred a year of the people’s money. If
we had to put our case to the people, we should soon have justice done to us, I
have always believed in the people, and I do so still. But—" (266). Here, Mary,
frustrated with the stagnation of the women’s suffrage movement, tries to blame
political leaders and not the general public. Nevertheless, the word “But—" be-
trays her uncertainty. Even to her, the true nature of “people” remains unknown.
Moreover, there must be a distinction between knowing people and influencing
them. Having a specific purpose cannot help but create a divide between those
who understand their cause and those who are indifferent. Ironically but inevita-

bly, Mary’s job in a suffragist society does not help her understand people better.

IV. What Night and Day Cannot Accomplish

When neither sense of society—the web of personal connections or an asso-
ciation with a specific purpose—is enough to approach the mass of people, the
simplest solution is to synthesize the two. In Night and Day, Woolf translates the
opposition between the two divergent senses of society into a romance plot be-
tween Katharine and Ralph and tries to integrate two meanings through a resolu-

tion of the romance plot.

We have seen the passage in which Katharine deems Ralph and Mary to be
in opposition to William and “the dense crossings” of high society. Even though
both Ralph and Mary are individual characters, the passage, in effect, suggests an
association between them and “the shapeless mass of London.” Much later, Katha-
rine more directly identifies Ralph with the city’s crowd when she wonders about
nighttime London searching for Ralph in Chapter 31. As she comes to Kingsway,
she has a premonition that she might find him there: “Here was the fit place for
their meeting, she thought; here was the fit place for her to walk thinking of him ...
The great torrent of vans and carts was sweeping down Kingsway; pedestrians
were streaming in two currents along the pavements” (462; emphasis added).
Newly built in the earliest years of the twentieth century, Kingsway must have
been an excellent place to symbolize the bustling energy of the rising middle
class. For Katharine, the members of the growing middle class are unstoppable
and mysterious. She compares the traffic on the street to a shapeless “torrent” and
“currents.”

Katharine becomes engaged to Ralph at the end of the novel. In terms of
symbolism, their union is the synthesis of two different classes, which, in our con-
text, also represents the integration of two different meanings of society. Howev-
er, in terms of novelistic realism, the engagement more likely embodies Ralph’s
official entry into high society. A watery metaphor appears again when Katharine

tells her father about her engagement to Ralph:

“We're engaged,” said Katharine, waking with a start, and looking at her
father. He was taken aback by the directness of the statement; he ex-
claimed as if an unexpected blow had struck him. Had he loved her to see
her swept away by this torrent, to have her taken from him by this uncon-

trollable force, to stand by helpless, ignored? Oh, how he loved her! How
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he loved her! He nodded very curtly to Denham.  (526; emphasis add-
ed)

Here, the association with “the shapeless mass” is lost. The metaphor of forrent,
or the “uncontrollable force” that takes Katharine away from her father, is within
the convention that compares life or the passage of time to the flow of water. In
Night and Day, Woolf manages to translate the problem of two societies into a
language of romantic love. Somewhere in the process, however, the task of under-
standing the people of the city is dropped.

Woolf makes the novel’s limitations clear. Against the convention of Auste-
nian comic novels, Woolf does not allocate a marital partner to Mary, which cre-
ates the impression that the novel is deliberately left incomplete. Instead, it ends
with “a vision” whose full realization is seen in Woolf’s later novels. In the last
chapter, Katharine and Ralph walk together near Mary’s house but decide not to

interrupt her. Then Ralph says to Katharine:

“Do you remember Sally Seal?” he asked. Katharine bent her head.

“Your mother and Mary?” he went on. “Rodney and Cassandra? Old Joan
up at Highgate?” He stopped in his enumeration, not finding it possible to
link them together in any way that should explain the queer combination
which he could perceive in them, as he thought of them. They appeared to
him to be more than individuals; to be made up of many different things in

cohesion; he had a vision of an orderly world. (533; emphasis added)
Randomly conjuring up the names of people they both know, Ralph feels the exis-

tence of “the queer combination” that should connect these seemingly unrelated

individuals. Woolf, a fundamentally bourgeois writer, calls it “a vision” as if it
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were a character’s personal acquisition. However, it is a new way of seeing that
acknowledges the emergent shape of the community. What Ralph tries to do here
becomes Woolf’s task in the following years. Mrs. Dalloway, for example, rep-

resents an answer to this daunting task.

V. Mrs. Dalloway and “A Society”

The next passage is from Mrs. Dalloway, published six years after Night and
Day. Peter Welsh, one of the central characters, observes people on a London
street. For years, the novelist has groped for a way to understand the people in the

city.

Coming as he did from a respectable Anglo-Indian family which for at
least three generations had administered the affairs of a continent (it’s
strange, he thought, what a sentiment I have about that, disliking India,
and empire, and army as he did), there were moments when civilization,
even of this sort, seemed dear to him as a personal possession; moments of
pride in England; in butlers; chow dogs; girls in their security. Ridiculous
enough, still there it is, he thought. And the doctors and men of business
and capable women all going about their business, punctual, alert, robust,
seemed to him wholly admirable, good fellows, to whom one would en-
trust one’s life, companions in the art of living, who would see one

through. (Mrs. Dalloway 54; emphasis added)

The style is an aesthetic breakthrough. Here, people are no longer a shapeless

“current” or “torrent” but “many different things in cohesion”: “butlers; chow dogs;
girls in their security ... the doctors and men of business and capable women all

going about their business, punctual, alert, robust.” Instead, they are more like
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prancing pieces of a mosaic neatly trimmed by colons and semi-colons. Peter even
calls them “companions in the art of living.”

However, another problem emerges from this passage. Peter Walsh frankly
admits that, despite his ideological antipathy against Empire and Army, the scene
of London—which depends on such brute force for its material prosperity—makes
him proud. How should we think of this contradiction? Mrs. Dalloway is a post-
war novel featuring a shell-shocked veteran as one of the main characters. Woolf
wanted to acknowledge the bustling energy of ordinary people in the community.
However, as a post-war liberal who knew the menacing side of nationalism, she
could not be free from the anxiety of people’s energy being so unpredictable.

Between Night and Day and Mrs. Dalloway, Woolf published a short story in
1920 called “A Society” in which a group of women wonder if they can justify the
traditional division of labor according to gender. They form a society (in the sense
of “an organization formed for a particular purpose”) to see whether what men
have accomplished meets the cost of women’s labor of bearing children. Each
takes her research field and shares her findings at the meeting. However, this proj-

ect is interrupted by the outbreak of the First World War.

“War! War! War! Declaration of War!” men were shouting in the street be-
low.

We looked at each other in horror.

“What war?” we cried. “What war?” We remembered, too late, that we had
never thought of sending anyone to the House of Commons. We had for-

gotten all about it. (The Complete Shorter Fiction 133-134)

At this news, they realize they have not sent anyone to the Parliament. This fable

tells the danger of confusing two senses of society. They are so absorbed in the
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activity of society in the sense of association that they become utterly oblivious to
the fact that there is another sense of a society as a community of people. It is a

parable about the return of the repressed.

Austen’s method of extending the story’s world based on individuals’ rela-
tions was—even though it might have been a perfect way to describe life in a
country house—not the best way to understand ordinary people in the twenti-
eth-century metropolis. At least, that was Woolf’s judgment when she finished
Night and Day. “A Society” was a caricatured exposition of her insight. From this
point, we can comprehend the innovative form of Mrs. Dalloway, which presents
multiple forms of consciousness within the frame of a single June day in the same
city. These forms of consciousness are required to grasp what appears to be “the
shapeless mass of London” that any existing configuration of society could not ac-

Communication classes were face to face this year or rather mask to mask.
Wearing of masks interferes with communication, but is something we have to
live with at the moment. Despite this, students have remained positive and made
great efforts to improve their English skills. I am hoping that in 2023 the masks
can come off and communication classrooms in Japan can return to normal.

A small number of students did go to study abroad from September when the
university decided to lift restrictions.

The use of PCs, phones and tablet PCs in classes has increased this year.
Many of my classes have students writing on tablet PCs alongside others prefer-
ring paper. The Listening class was a mix of online study with review and tests
being carried out in the classroom.

A listening standard of 250 TOEIC listening points was enforced for the first
time this year. This joins standards for grammar, vocabulary, and extensive read-
ing which have previously been established.
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The study trip to British Hills in Fukushima went ahead in December. This
was the first time since 2019 we have been able to go ahead with this trip. Despite
wearing masks it provided many opportunities for the 1st years to use their En-
glish as well as learn table manners and calligraphy. All 2nd year students also
took part in a study trip. They went to the Royal Park Hotel in Sendai where they
toured the hotel and learnt about the variety of jobs using English in the hotel.
This was followed by simultaneously learning about Western table manners while
having a 6 course lunch.

Due to the pandemic, Milner School in Wimbledon closed. We had used this
school for HFHMIFHE over the last 10 years. Therefore, I spent one week in sum-
mer visiting four UK language schools to meet the head teachers and check the fa-
cilities. Hopefully one of these can be used for the 3 week HFEFMIHE in 2024. In
addition, we hope to set up a ‘sister school’ programme which links two or three
UK language schools to our department. Having such recommended schools will
make it easier for our students to individually study abroad for 2 to 8 weeks at
various times of the year.
